Take some time to read and ponder Matthew 5: 43-48.

Remember the 1st Century Jews would have considered other Jews to be their neighbor and the Romans to be their enemy.  Also in Jesus’ day the Jewish people tended to think they were better than the non-Jewish Gentiles.   They believed God accepted or loved them more than non-Jewish people.  Think how revolutionary Jesus words were and are!!!  Do you think there are any parallels between us and the Jewish people of Jesus’ day. 
The word “perfect” in verse 48 means “whole or completed”.  With that in mind, what point do you think Jesus was trying to make in verse 48?  

Why do you think we try and often fail to love hard to love people? 
How do you think we can love people who are very very hard to love? 

What do you think are barriers to loving hard to love people??

(Ask the question…then propose these as possible barriers)

--We think we are better than hard to love people.

--We don’t fully understand the way God loves us? (See Ephesians 4: 31-32).
